Climate change: water scarcity and floods come together
in Europe.

The current project suggests studying the technical and economic viability of the different treatment
alternatives of woody necromass of horticultural origin on the basis of experiments carried out by
technological institutes, energy offices and academic institutes at a world level by applying them to the
characteristics and needs of the areas involved in the project.

At a technical level, the “Burn off” project tries to adapt the available technology to the particularities of
every waste taking into account its origin, composition, degradation and valorisation possibilities and
impact effect on the natural environment of each process.

The project will mainly look for the participation of those high agricultural production areas, which require
a viable end for the volume of waste they generate, by suggesting them efficient alternatives to the
traditional management of waste  or other ones in which they can get involved and collaborate actively.
